Note: If you meet the qualifications for this Senior Citizen Homestead Exemption, you may also
qualify for the Senior Citizen Assessment Freeze Exemption. For the Senior Freeze Exemption you must
have owned and occupied your residence January 1st of the current and previous year and have a
household income of $55,000 or less. Annual application is required for the Freeze.

Anyone receiving the Senior Citizen Homestead Exemption may designate another person to receive a
duplicate copy of any delinquent real estate property tax notice from the County Collector. A $5.00
administrative processing fee is charged for the initial designation or a change in the designee at a later
date. Forms are available at the Supervisor of Assessments’ office or online at www.countyoflee.org

Also available is the Senior Citizen Real Estate Tax Deferral that permits the deferral of real estate taxes
on the residence. The deferred taxes then become a lien on the property to be paid when the property is
eventually sold. Age requirement is 65 or over, income limit is $50,000. Owner must apply by March 1st
every year with the Lee County Treasurer.
