LEE COUNTY ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

The Lee County Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday, June 7, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. in
the Lee County Courthouse, Dixon, Illinois. Chairman Ron Conderman called the
meeting to order and roll was called. The following members were present: Craig
Buhrow, Mike Pratt and Gene Bothe. Tom Fassler was not present.

Chairman Conderman asked if there were any changes or corrections to the minutes from
the May 2007 meeting and there were not. Gene Bothe made a motion to approve and
Mike Pratt seconded it. All were in favor resulting in a 4-0 vote.

The first item of business was petition no. 07-P-1436 by Roy Grant, Theresa Grant,
Stephen Haliczer and Deborah Haliczer. The property may be defined as PPN #21-12-11-
400-002 and the petitioner are requesting to rezone the property to R-1, Residential
Dwelling District .The property is located in Willow Creek Township and is currently
zoning Ag-1, Agricultural District.

Attorney Douglas Lee was present on behalf of the petitioner, and he was sworn in.

Mr. Lee explained that the petitioner was seeking to rezone a lot that is going to be added
to an existing subdivision. He also explained the approval of that subdivision’s
preliminary plat is pending the approval of this rezoning by the ZBA.

Mr. Lee presented the ZBA an Agreement that the petitioners shall enter into with the
County that states if a preliminary plat is not approved within two (2) years, then the
zoning shall revert back to Ag-1.

Mr. Lee also provided the board with an updated finding of fact.

Chairman Conderman asked if there were any questions and/or comments from the
visitors’ sections.

Judy Truckenbrod came forward and was sworn in.

She asked that the county take into consideration the possibility of well contamination in
the future. She also wants the County to sure that this rezoning follows the
comprehensive plan.

Chairman Conderman proceeded with the Findings of Fact, as well as the stipulations set
forth in the Map Amendment Due Process, as Mr. Lee had presented. The board
concurred with Mr. Lee’s Finding of Facts.



Gene Bothe made a motion to approve petition no. 07-P-1436 and Mike Pratt seconded it.
All were in favor resulting in a 4-0 vote. Chairman Conderman announced the petition
will go before the Lee County Board on June 19, 2007 with a recommendation for
approval.

The next item of business was petition no. 07-P-1439 by Felix Villa who is requesting a
Special Use permit under a C-3 zone for the purposes of selling automobiles for PPN
#20-11-23-200-006. The property is located at the intersection Rt. 30 and 251 in Viola
Township.

Anthony King was present on behalf of the petitioner and he was sworn in. Mr. King
would like to use the property and the building for selling cars via the internet. The
building will house his office and showroom. Viewing of any vehicle for sale will be by
appointment only.

The board discussed the issue using the stipulations set forth in the ordinances under Map
Amendment Due Process.

After discussion, a motion to approve was made with the following stipulations:

1. Minor automobile repairs may be done on the premises but only as minor
automobile repairs are defined in the Lee County Ordinances.

2. The Lee County Zoning Office has the authority to do an on-the-spot
inspection of the premises once a year.

3. Only 2 vehicles are allowed outside of the building and they shall only be
displayed on the eastside of the building.

Chairman Conderman asked if there were any questions and/or comments from the
visitors’ sections. There were none.

Mike Pratt made a motion to approve petition no. 07-P-1439 and Craig Buhrow seconded
it. All were in favor resulting in a 4-0 vote. Chairman Conderman announced the petition
will go before the Lee County Board on June 19, 2007 with a recommendation for
approval.

The next item of business was regarding petition no. 07-P-1440 by Invenergy requesting
the rezoning of PPN #15-07-32-100-001, 011, 012, 013 and 15-07-29-300-008 to I-3,
Heavy Industrial District. The property is located in Nelson Township and is currently
zoned Ag-1, Ag-1 Special Use, and I-2 Medium Industrial District.

Richard Noble and Joel Schroeder were sworn in on behalf of Invenergy. A PowerPoint
presentation was provided to the board that explained how the plant design has changed



since the start of this project and why I-3, Heavy Industrial District would be a more
suitable zone.

Chairman Conderman asked if there were any questions and/or comments from the
visitors’ sections.

Gloria Engel came forward and was sworn in. She lives east of the train tracks, behind
the ethanol plant. She claims the ethanol plant has caused her property value to go down
and that once the plant is up and running, her property value is going to continue going
down.

Cynthia Russell also came forward and was sworn in. She lives next to the ethanol plant
on Nelson Road. She inquired about possible smells and stated she also has concerns
about property value. The Invenergy reps ensured her there will be minimal smell, if any
created by the ethanol plant.

The board discussed the issue using the stipulations set forth in the ordinances under Map
Amendment Due Process.

Craig Buhrow made a motion to approve petition no. 07-P-1440 and Mike Pratt seconded
it. All were in favor resulting in a 4-0 vote. Chairman Conderman announced the petition
will go before the Lee County Board on June 19, 2007 with a recommendation for
approval.

There was no other business to be addressed.

On the motion of Gene Bothe, seconded by Craig Buhrow, the meeting was adjourned at
8:45 p.m.

The Lee County Planning Commission met on Monday, June 4, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. in the
Lee County Courthouse, Dixon, Illinois. Chairman William O'Keefe called the meeting
to order and took roll with the following members present: Robert Logan, James Book,
Wendy Ryerson, and Clerk, Alice Henkel. John Hilleson was not present due to the
passing of his father. The members of the board send their condolences to John and his
family.

The first order of business was the approval of May 2007 minutes. Robert Logan made a
motion to approve and James Book seconded it. All were in favor and the minutes were

approved.

Chairman O’Keefe asked if anyone present was not on the agenda and/or had questions
or comments on anything not covered in the agenda. A list of visitors has been attached
(Exhibit 1).

Chairman O’Keefe then asked Chris Henkel for the Report of Action from the Lee
County Board from last month. Mr. Henkel reported no action.

Under old business, Chairman O’Keefe addressed the issue of the 5-acre lot, equestrian-
use subdivision proposed by Dick Petitt. The property for this proposed subdivision is
located west of Franklin Creek Park and north of IL Rt. 38. This matter was tabled last
month so that Dean Sheaffer of Sheaffer Landscape Architects could devise an
acceptable, safe route from the subdivision to the park that would be adopted as part of
the Greenway Trails system.

Mr. Sheaffer presented a letter to the board that described what he is proposing as a
resolution to Chairman O’Keefe’s request (Exhibit 2). He also provided a visual aide to
illustrate his proposed routes. The proposed routes would connect the park, the Village of
Franklin Grove and the Mill together, as well as, provide a route from the subdivision to
the park (and possible the Mill). Mr. Sheaffer feels that this addition to the trails system
would be complementary.

Mr. Logan stated that he like Mr. Sheaffer’s “vision” but has concerns about it coming to
fruition. Wendy Ryerson agreed with Mr. Logan; however, she stated she still likes the
proposed equestrian estates, regardless if there is a trail in place between the park and the
subdivision.



Mrs. Ryerson made a motion to waive the LESA subject to the continuation of plans and
development of a long-term equestrian program for Lee County and for the area of
Franklin Grove, specifically. James Book seconded the motion. A vote was taken and all
were in favor.

Next, Chairman O’Keefe addressed the first item of new business, petition no. 07-PC-50
by Stephen and Deborah Haliczer. The property is defined as PPN #21-12-11-400-004
and is located in Willow Creek Township. This matter was before the board for a public
hearing regarding the approval of the preliminary plat.

Attorney Douglas Lee, petitioners Stephen and Deborah Haliczer and Rick Bowers of
Wendler Engineering were present on behalf of the petition.

Mr. Henkel stated the notification requirements were fulfilled.

Mr. Bowers provided the proposed preliminary plat to the board and explained the
changes made to the initial sketch plan.

Chairman O’Keefe went through the requirements with Mr. Bowers, who ensured that all
requirements had been met.

Attorney Lee stated that if the preliminary plat was approved by the planning
commission, it is still subject to approval by the ZBA for approval of the rezoning of one

4 acre lot.

He also stated that the petitioners have approached the Village of Lee and they do not
wish to enforce jurisdiction over this matter.

Mr. Logan made a motion to approve the preliminary plat and Mrs. Ryerson seconded it.
A vote was taken and all were in favor.

The next item of new business was a LESA appeal by Jon Kenney. The LESA done
scored too high as the soils fall in the hydric category, however, the soil is very sandy and
is not good for farming. See attached.

After discussion, this matter was tabled until the July 2007 meeting. Mr. Kenney is to
have his buyers pick 2-5 acres to build on. The planning commission will only waive the
LESA for the 2-5 acres, if that 2-5 acres site is acceptable by the planning commission. It
was suggested to have the buyers present at next month’s meeting.

The next item of new business was an objection by Joe Ferazzo regarding building an
assessory building. Mr. Ferazzo was not present.

The final item of new business was a LESA appeal by Brad Kessel. Mr. Kessel LESA did
not pass because the back half of his farm is good farm soil. The front portion is sandy



soil and not good for farming. Mr. Kessel’s buyers intend to build on the front portion
were the soil is not good for farming.

After discussion, Mrs. Ryerson made a motion to waive the LESA on the 6.59 acres
located along Searls Road that may be defined as PPN #02-15-25-200-0004. Mr. Logan
seconded it. A vote was taken and all were in favor.

Robert Logan made a motion to adjourn the meeting and James Book seconded it. All
were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:25 p.m.

RE: Equestrian Trail Planning and trail access at
the proposed Spangler equestrian estates development

Dear Mr. O’Keefe;

At a meeting on Wednesday evening, June 6, 2007, in the Old Court
House, from all indications at this time I expect some expression or
resolution of support for the planning of a regional equestrian trail
system.

The injtial plan concept will include the Franklin Creek State Natural
Area equestrian camp trails, Chaplin Creek Historic Village, the
communities of Franklin Creek and Amboy in Lee County. Sites in Ogle
are Lowden-Miller State Forest and Byron Forest Preserve District, the
communities of Oregon and Byron. These sites and towns as well as
numerous private equestrian facilities, recreational, historic, and natural
artractions such as Nachusa Grasslands located within the proposed
equestrian corridors feasibly may be linked by access to trail routes,

Existing residential developments, campgrounds, and proposed future
equestrian estate developments will have the opportunity to link to the
primary trail system or to subsequent secondary trail routes to
surrounding communities.

~ Mayors, site managers, and economic development directors of the key

communities and public sites that now or may in the future offer
equestrian facilities, events and services have been invited to participate
in the June 6 meeting. Blackhawk Hills RC&D will facilitate the initial
meeting to launch the planning process.

My assessment is that the Lee-Ogle equestrian trail system aligns with the
objectives of the two existing county Greenway & Trail Plans and will
provide logical updates or amendments to the plans, The first phase
should be a primary route linking the Franklin Creek state facilities with
Franklin Grove and the Chaplin Creek site,

The proposed Spangler Land Partners Trust equestrian estaie
development has several possible trail routes to access the first phase.
Each would require some use of public right-of-way along local roads or

highways.

1)  On Twist Road from IL RT. 38 adjacent to the equestrian
development to the Franklin Creek state site;

2)  On Detour Road northwest about .7 miles, a short distance
north of the development site, then east approximately 500
yards on an acquired easement through untilled, wooded
privately-owned land now held in trust to the west side of two
parcels owned by the State, with access to Franklin Creek;

3)  East from Rockyford Road on the east side of the equestrian

development following either the south side of the IL RT. 38
R.O.W, or the north side of the adjacent Sante Fe railroad
R.O.W. to Lincoln Highway National Scenic Byway crossing and
intersection. From that point the trail could feasibly continue
on Lahman Road into Franklin Grove or cross at Franklin Road
and follow acquired easements south along Franklin Creek and
east on Chaplin Creek to the Chaplin Creek Historic Village site,
or both.

If equestrian trails were to be established on Iwo of the alternate
routes above, i.e, 1 and 3, together with desirable primary trail route
between Franklin Creek and Franklin Grove, they would create a loop
that should significantly enhance the public recreational access in
this greenway and equestrian corridor.

Financial report review funds show about normal. New money is down about $250,000.00 from the
projected figure. Will improve with tax payment.

Kim Becker report things going well.

Marty Meyer a replacement employee has been hired by Coroners Office. They have no money for
training, salary is OK. Request $1000.00 for training for vacation and sick time replacement. Motion to
put in their Coroners’ Temporary and Part time 01-500-015-01 from Contingencies by Nicholson, second
by Shippert. Passed 5-0.

Treasurer submitted his quarterly report.
Health Department has nothing to report.

Marilyn Shippert questioned a change in County Clerks’ payroll. Nancy Nelson will check and get back
to us today. (It was 10 year 3% raise.) Nancy presented the insurance report.

Sheriff has hired two deputies as replacements.

There was some discussion on when the 10 year raise will take effect. Finance Committee needs to set a
rule for every office as to how the 10 year 3% raise. We will research this before acting.

Judy Truckenbrod has nothing to report.

ESDA needs $1,300 to pay for a car being bought from the Sheriff. Money will come from Repairs and
Maint. 01-512.036-029 to 01-510.033-029 Automobile. Car is guaranteed for 5 miles. Motion for transfer
by Shippert, second by Hummel. Passed 5-0.

Nicholson has talked with Sheriff about an impound area for vehicles involved in crimes. It is proposed a
part of the West Hennepin parking lot be used. 40 X 60 fenced in the South West corner of this lot.
Estimated cost of $10,000. We have paid storage fees of $61,200 over the 5 years of $12,000 a year.
Motion by John Nicholson to spend up to $10,000 from Capital Improvements for Auto Compound,
second by Hummel. There was some concern about not taking the funds out of the Sheriffs budget. Vote
“Yes”-Nicholson, Ketchum, Hummel. Vote “No” — Shippert, Higgs. The Sheriff will try to answer
questions for the Board meeting.

Another project proposed was surveillance system for the Circuit Clerks office. So all cash transactions
can be monitored. $5,400 is the cost of this project. It is proposed to take this money out of Capital
Improvements and Repairs. Motion by Nicholson, second by Hummel. Passed 5-0.
