THE LEE COUNTY BOARD MET IN REGULAR SESSION ON FEBRUARY 15, 2011 AT 9:00 A.M.
AT THE OLD COURTHOUSE IN DIXON.

THE MEETING WAS OPENED WITH THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE LED BY CHAIRMAN SEEBERG.

CLERK MYERS CALLED THE ROLL: PRESENT WERE CHAIRMAN SEEBERG, MEMBERS BINDER,
BUCKLEY, BUHROW, CHANDLER, DAY, DEMMER, FARSTER, FERRONE, FRIT'FS, GUSSE, KETCHUM,
KITZMAN, LEFFELMAN, MERCER, MORONEY, NICHOLSON, PALEN, PATZER, SHIPPERT, STEVENS,
TAYLOR, TRUCKENBROD, WENTLING, WILLIAMS, WIZLEB. MISSING WERE HUMMEL AND ZEIMETZ.

THERE WERE NO. ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO LAST MONTHS MINUTES. MOTION TO
APPROVE LAST MONTHS MINUTES WAS MADE BY MRS. TAYLOR, SECONDED BY MR. FERRONE.
MOTION CARRIED.

PUBLTIC/VISITORS COMMENTS: STEVE ROBERY HAS THREE REQUESTS FOR THE COUNTY BOARD.
FIRST: WOULD LIKE TO REQUEST THAT THE COUNTY BOARD RECONSIDER THE PROPERTIES COMMITTEE
DECISION NOT TO EXTEND THE WIND ENERGY MORATORIUM. THERE IS STILL SIGNIFICANT WORK
LEFT TO DO TO COMPLETE THE WIND ORDINANCE REVIEW. THE REVIEW WILL CONTINUE BUT WITH-
OUT A MORATORIUM. THE COMMITTEE FAILED TO OFFER ANY CONVINCING REASON FOR ENDING THE
MORATORIUM. SECONDLY: HE ASKES THAT THE COUNTY ROARD CONSIDERS THE RECOMMENDATIONS
PRESENTED TO THE PROPERTIES COMMITTEE BY THE AD HOC COMMITTEE MEMBER, MARK WAGNER, IN
REGARDS TO RESTRUCTURING THE AD HOC COMMITTEE. FINALLY, HE IS ASKING THE COUNTY BOARD
TO GIVE ADDITIONAL DIRECTION TO THE AD HOC COMMITTEE TO REVIEW ISSUES THAT ARE CUR-
RENTLY CONSIDERED OUT OF SCOPE BY THE AD HOC CHAIRMAN.

BOB LOGAN, FROM FRANKLIN GROVE, SPOKE CONCERNING THE AD HOC COMMITTEE NOT TAKING
PUBLIC INPUT. WE DO NEED A SERIOUS REVIEW OF OUR WIND FARM CONTROL. WE HAVE A RE-
SPONSIBTILITY TO OUR PEOPLE TO BUILD THEM RESPONSIBLY. HE DOES NOT FEEL THAT WHAT HAS
OCCURRED HAS BEEN RESPONSIBLE. IT IS NOT APPROPRIATE TO TELL OUR PEOPLE THAT THEY
CAN'T SPEAK. WE NEED TO GET A FATIR COMMITTEE. HE 1S ASKING TO EXTEND THE MORATORIUM
OR ASK THE ZONING OFFICER NOT TO ISSUE ANY PERMITS UNTIL THE STUDY IS DONE.

JIM ORTGTESEN, DIXON, HEARS A LOT OF COMPLAINTS CONCERNING THE AD HOC COMMITTEE
NOT HEARING PUBLIC INPUT. HE IS CONCERNED WITH THE MAKE UP OF THE COMMITTEE AS WELL
AS THAT OF THE LEE COUNTY ZONING BOARD.

DON RIVA, DIXON, IS NOT IN FAVOR OF 1.3 MILLION BEING GIVEN TO THE DEVELOPMENT.
HAVE STUDIES BEEN DONE TO SHOW THE AMOUNT OF SALES IT WOULD BE GENERATING, WHAT SALES
PROJECTIONS HAVE BEEN BROUGHT TO THE TABLE? HE RECOMMENDS AN INCENTIVE TO THE DEVE-
LOPMENT COMPANY BASED UPON THEIR PERFORMANCE OF SALES ON A MONTHLY BASIS. COUNTY
MIGHT NEED THE 1.3 MILLION IN CAPITAI, PROJECTS. HE ALSO DOES NOT UNDERSTAND THE MY~
STERY BEHIND WHO THE PRINCIPALS ARE ON THE I39 DEVELOPMENT SO THERE IS NOT A CONFLICT
OF INTEREST.
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KELLY ROBERY, RURAL FRANKLIN GROVE, WAS HERE ON BEHALF OF ALL CITIZENS OF
LEE COUNTY ON WIND FARMS. SHE HAS SPENT MUCH OF HER SPARE TIME IN THE PAST 2
YEARS EDUCATING HERSELF ON THE INDUSTRIAL WIND INDUSTRY AND THE IMPACT IT HAS
HAD ON PEOPLE AROUND THE WORLD. LEE COUNTY SHOULD TAKE NOTE AND LEARN LESSONS
" FROM ELSEWHERE AND AVOID HAVING TO SUFFER THE SAME MISTAKES. EXTEND THE MORA-
TORIUM ON INDUSTRIAL WINDS SO MORE STUDY CAN BE CONDUCTED.

SUSIE MILLER, BRADFORD TOWNSHIP, ASHTON, MORATORIUM ENDS TODAY AND DOES NOT
EVEN NEED TO COME UP FOR A VOTE. 5 MEMBERS OF THE AD HOC COMMITTEE ARE ALSO ON
THE ZONING BOARD SO THEY WILL BE REPORTING TO THEMSELVES. AD HOC COMMITTE IS
BIAS AND HAS CONFLICTS OF INTEREST. AS MORE COMPLAINTS EVOLVE THE BOARD NEEDS
TO TAKE A CLOSER LOOK AT THESE ISSUES. WﬂERE ARE THE LAND OWNERS RIGHTS? THE
WIND MORATORIUM NEEDS TO BE EXTENDED ANOTHER 6 MONTHS TO BE SURE ALL ISSUES ARE
COVERED AND PROTECTED BY THE ORDINANCE.

JACK SCHROUTH, DIXON, SAID THERE IS OPPOSITION TO THIS PROJECT (I39 -~ 30
TRUCK STOP) BEING BUILD ON PRIVATE PROPERTY WITH PRIVATE FUNDS. THERE IS ZERO
SUPPORT FOR DONATING PUBLIC FUNDS FOR THIS PROJECT. THE SUPPORTERS OF THIS GIVE
AWAY ARE IN THE MINORITY EVEN WITHIN THE BOARD ROOM. GIVING AWAY 1.3 MILLION
WE WOULD BE GUARANTEED TO LOSE.

BOB LOGAN, FRANKLIN GROVE, AGAIN ADDRESSED THE BOARD. IF THE TAX PAYERS
.COULD VOTE WHETHER TO TAKE A TAX INCREASE OR WHETHER WE INVEST WITH THE OPPORT-
UNITY TO INCREASE THE INVESTMENT THERE WOULD NOT BE MUCH QUESTION HOW THE TAX
PAYERS WOULD VOTE. HE WOULD LIKE TO SEE THE COUNTY BOARD SPEND SOME MONEY DOWN
COUNTY. MUST HAVE INCREASED REVENUES TO BALANCE BUDGET. THIS PROJECT HAS BEEN
IN THE WORKS FOR OVER 2 YEARS AND SOME OF THE BEST SERVANTS WE HAVE IN THE COUNTY
HAVE WORKED ON IT.

RANDY HARDEN, DIXON, WHO IS A TRUCK DRIVER SAID HE CAN NOT SEE A LOT OF
PEOPLE USING THE TRUCK STOP. HE HAS HEARD FOR YEARS THAT DEPARTMENTS HAVE CUT
BACK AND NOW WE HAVE ALL THIS EXCESS MONEY. IF WE HAVE THIS MONEY WE NEED TO
KEEP IT IN THE COUNTY. IF A PRIVATE DEVELOPER WANTS TO DEVELOP IT HE IS ALL FOR
THAT BUT HE DOES NOT SEE IT WORKING. WE NEED TO KEEP OUR MONEY HERE FOR COUNTY

PURPOSES.

RAY MCADAMS, FRANKLIN GROVE, FEELS THE COUNTY SHOULD BE DEALING WITH THE
PROPERTY OWNER NOT THE DEVELOPER. HE IS ALSO CONCERNED ABOUT EMERGENCY SERVICES

AT THE LOCATION.

JOHN NICHOLSON HAS A COUPLE OF ECONOMIC PLANNERS WHO WOULD LIKE TO SPEAK.

JASON ANDERSON, DIRECTOR OF GREDCO IN ROCHELL, IL, THANKED THE BOARD FOR
THE SUPPORT THEY HAVE GIVEN TO THE GROWTH OF THE SE CORNER OF OGLE CO. AND NE
CORNER OF LEE COUNTY AS THEY HAVE SHARED ENTERPRISE ZONES OVER THE YEARS. HE
SPOKE ON GROWING OUR LOCAL ECONOMY. YOU NEED TO USE WHAT YOU HAVE, TAKE THE
ASSETS THAT YOU ALREADY HAVE, BUILD PUBLIC AND PRIVATE PARTNERSHIPS, DO YOUR

HOMEWORK, TRUST AND VERIFY.
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HE SAID GET A CLEAR IDEA ABOUT THE COST OF DEVELOPMENT. IN PUBLIC AND PRIVATE
PARTNERSHIPS YOU MUST MANAGE YOUR RISKS. YOU NEED TO SEE THE VISION OF THE
FUTURE. MR. ANDERSON ANSWERED A QUESTION FROM COUNTY BOARD MEMBER, MR. BUHRCW.

KEN WISE WHO WAS DIRECTOR OF GREDCO PRIOR TO MR. ANDERSON ADDRESSED THF,
BOARD. THE COUNTY, CITY RUNS: ON SALES TAX. IT IS VERY COMPLICATED TO BUILD
A TRUCK STOP AND COSTS A TON OF MONEY. IT IS NOT EASY SPENDING TAX PAYER MONEY.
MR. WISE ANSWERED A QUESTION FROM COUNTY BOARD MEMBER MR. WITZLERB.

MR. PATZER LEFT THE COUNTY BOARD MEETING AT 10:05 A.M.

MR. NICHOLSON INTRODUCED DAVE DIAMOND WHO WOULD BE THE DEVELOPER OF THE PROJECT.
HE APPROACHED THE COUNTY AND THEY HAVE BEEN HAVING MEETINGS FOR OVER A YEAR NOW
REGARDING THE PROJECT.

DAVE DIAMOND THANKED CHAIRMAN SEEBERG TOR APPOINTING THE COMMITTEE THAT LOOKED
AT THIS PROJECT OVER THE LAST YEAR AND A HALF. ALL MEMBERS HAD A REAL CONCERN ON
THE WELL BEING OF THE COMMUNITY ON WHAT THEY WERE DOING. HE FEELS THIS IS ONE OF
THE MOST RESPONISBLE AND FAIR AGREEMENTS HE HAS EVER WORKED ON IN HIS 30 YEARS OF
TRUCK STOP CONVENIENT STORE WORK. HE RESPONDED TO SOME OF THE CONCERNS ADDRESSED
BY SOME OF THE VISTTORS THAT SPOKE. THIS PROJECT WILL NOT HAPPEN WITHOUT THE INFRA-
STRUCTURE AT THAT INTERSECTION.

MR. DIAMOND INTRODUCED MARK POTACZEK, VICE PRESIDENT OF PARENT PETROLEUM.
MR. POLTCZEK FEELS THIS PROJECT IS A GOOD SITE. HE SPOKE ON OTHER TRUCK STOPS AND
HOW SOME HAVE INADEQUATE SPACE AND ACCESS ISSUES. HIS COMPANY HAS A LOT OF EXPERIENCE
IN THE PROJECTING AND THEY DON'T TAKE THEIR PROJECTIONS LIGHTLY, THEY HAVE TO ANSWER
TO THAT OPERATOR WHO IS 1YPICALLY A FAMILY AND THEY DO NOT WANT TO GIVE THEM FALSE HOPE
OR EXPECTATIONS. MR. POTACZEK ANSWERED SEVERAL QUESTIONS FROM BOARD MEMBERS AND VISITORS.

DAVE DIAMOND STATED THAT WE NEED TO LOOK AT LEE COUNTY 20 YEARS FROM NOW AND
NOT LOOK ONLY AT WHAT THE TRUCK STOP CAN DO TODAY. THE INFRASTRUCTURE IS NEEDED FOR
THE FUTURE AND EXPANSION. REVENUES HAVE NEVER BEEN HARDER.

JASON ANDERSON STATED THAT LEE COUNTY AND THE CITY OF ROCHELLE ARE PARTNERS.
WE GRANTED ENTERPRISE ZONE CAPACITY 10 YEARS AGO TO GLOBAL III WHICH IS A HUGE TRUCK
GENERATOR. THE CITY OF ROCHELLE RAILROAD SYSTEM WANTS TO EXTEND FARTHER INTO LEE COUNTY.
WE ARE GOING TO SEE A HUGE INFLUX IN THE NEXT 10 TO 20 YEARS. TRUCK VOLUMNS THAT ARE PRO-
JECTED TO INCREASE ON 39 ARE HUGE. WE NEED TO CONTINUE TO WORK AS PARTNERS TO CONTINUE
TO GROW.

DAVE DIAMOND STATED THAT THEY HAVE 3 OPERATORS THAT THEY THINK FIT WELL WITH
THIS LOCATION. HE NEEDS A DEVELOPMENT FIRST BEFORE OTHERS WILL INVEST. IF HE GETS THE
AGREEMENT HE WILL CONTACT THOSE INDIVIDUALS AND WORK IT HARD. MR. DIAMOND TOOK SOME
QUESTTONS FROM BOARD MEMBERS AND VISITORS. THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT HAS BEEN WRITTEN
AND LEE COUNTY'S 1.3 MILLION DOES NOT COME TO THE DEVELOPER UNTIL THE TRUCK STOP IS UP
AND RUNNING AND MAKING MONEY. ACCORDING TO THE AGREEMENT MR. DIAMOND WOULD BRING IN
THE OPERATOR HE WOULD THEN GO TO THE BANK AND GET A LETTER OF COMMITMENT. THE LETTER
OF COMMITMENT GOES TO THE COUNTY AND THE COUNTY REVIEWS IT. THE COUNTY HAS 60 DAYS
TO PUT THE 1.3 MILLION IN ESCROW. AFTER THAT IS DONE, MR. DIAMOND HAS 120 DAYS TO GET
PERMITTING AND ENTITLEMENT WORK SUBMITTED TO THE PROPER AGENCY. TIF THAT IS NOT DONE
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IN 120 DAYS THE COUNTY CAN TAKE THAT MONEY BACK OUT OF ESCROW AND REINVEST IT
BACK INTO THE COUNTY AND THE PROCESS STARTS ALL OVER AGAIN. THE COUNTY IS NOT
BOUND TO HAVE THE MONEY TIED UP FOR 5 YEARS. THE WHOLE PROJECT COULD TAKE A
YEAR AND A HALF TO TWO YEARS TO COMPLETE.

JOHN NICHOLSON STATED THAT THE INTEREST THE MONEY GAINS WHILE IN ESCROW
WOULD GO BACK TO THE COUNTY.

MANY QUESTIONS WERE ASKED BY SEVERAL BOARD MEMBERS.

GARY GEHLBACH, COUNTY'S ATTORNEY FOR THE PROJECT, ANSWERED SOME QUESTIONS
o FROM BOARD MEMBERS CONCERNING THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT.

MR. DIAMOND ASKED THAT THE COUNTY NOT DWELL ON THE HIGH RISK. WE ARE NOT
LOOKING AT EXTREME CONDITIONS. WE ARE DEALING WITH OPERATORS THAT HAVE BEEN IN
BUSINESS A LONG TIME., WE ARE NOT DOING THIS FOR THE FIRST TIME. MR. DIAMOND
AGAIN TOOK SEVERAL QUESTIONS FROM COUNTY BOARD MEMBERS.

SOME COUNTY BOARD MEMBERS WERE QUESTIONING CHANGES MADE TO THE DEVELOPMENT
AGREEMENT FROM LAST MONTH.

MR. DIAMOND EXPLAINED HOW THE PROJECT WOULD BE LAID OUT ON THE PROPERTY
FOR THE TRUCK STOP AND A QUICK SERVE RESTAURANT, THE STORM WATER RETENTION AND
THE DEEP WELL AND POSSIBLY A MOTEL. THEY HAVE HAD INQUIRIES FROM A TRUCK REPAIR

SERVICE AND ALSO A BANK.

AGAIN, MR. GEHLBAH ANSWERED QUESTIONS ON WHO WOULD HAVE TITLE TO THE
PROPERTY. THE COUNTY WOULD BE SECONDARY, THEY WOULD HAVE A LEEN ON THE PROPERTY].

THERE WAS SOME DISCUSSION ON WHO THE OWNER OF THE PROPERTY IS. COULD
THERE POSSIBLY BE A CONFLICT OF INTEREST?

TOTAL COST OF WATER AND SEWER WILL BE A LITTLE MORE THAN 1.7 MILLION FOR
PART OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE. THERE IS STILL ANOTHER 400 THOUSAND THAT WOULD BE
NEEDED TO COMPLETE THE INFRASTRUCTURE. TO GET PAD READY, THEY ARE LOOKING AT
2.5 MILLION TO 2.75 MILLION AND THEN THEY WOULD START THE TRUCK STOP PROJECT
WHICH WOULD BE ANOTHER 3 MILLION TO GET THAT PUT UP. THE DEVELOPER WILL HAVE
SEVERAL MILLION INVESTED BEFORE THE COUNTY SPENDS THE 1.3 MILLION.

ANOTHER QUESTION WAS ASKED ABOUT WHO OWNS THIS PROPERTY. THE PROPERTY IS
CURRENTLY OWNED BY THE I-39 PARTNERSHIP.

MRS. TRUCKENBROD QUESTIONED THE COUNTY PUTITING UP THE MONEY. COULD THERE
BE OTHER OPTIONS SUCH AS TAX INCENTIVES, ABATEMENTS OR SOME OTHER FORM OF MAKING

AN INVESTMENT?
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MR. NTICHOLSON DOES NOT FEEL THE COUNTY HAS ENOUGH TAX INCENTIVES TO OFFER
TO OFFSET THE 1.3 MILLION.

TOTAL COST OF THE PROJECT WOULD BE 4 TO 5 MILLTON.

DAVE DIAMOND FEELS THAT THE COUNTY SHOULD BE THERE AND NOT PASS ON THIS PROJECT
AND TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THIS REVENUE LONG TERM. WE NEED TO LOOK AT WHAT WOULD BE THERE
20 YEARS FROM NOW. THE INFRASTRUCTURE NEEDS TO BE PUT THERE FIRST BEFORE ANYONE WOULD
LOOK AT THAT LOCATION.

JOBS CREATED BY THE TRUCK STOP COULD BE 40 TO 50 JOBS.

MR. NICHOLSON ASKED ALL MEMBERS TO REVIEW DOCUMENTS PLACED ON THEIR DESKS. THE
CITY INVESTED 1 MILLION IN THE LATE 60'S SOUTH OF TOWN AMD LOOK AT WHAT THAT HAS BE-
COME.

CHAIRMAN SEEBERG SATD IT WAS NOW TIME TO VOTE. MR. BUHROW FELT THFRE NEEDED
TO BE SOME INTERNAL DISCUSSION.

MR. KETCHUM MADE A MOTION THAT THEY ACCEPT THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT WITH DAVE
DIAMOND, SECONDED BY MR. FERRONE.

THE FLOOR WAS THEN OFENED UP FOR DISCUSSION. THERE WAS A GREAT DEAL OF DIS-
CUSSION FROM MR. BUHROW CONCERNING THE COUNTY LENDING MONEY AND ONLY GETTING 2% IN-
TEREST BACK IS NOT A GOOD RETURN ON OUR MONEY.

CHAIRMAN SEEBERG SAID THE COUNTY IS DYING WITH NO INCOME. MR. WITZLEB ASKED
DO WE OR DON'T WE HAVE MONEY? NEXT YEAR AT BUDGET TIME ARE WE GOING TO BE LAYING
OFF AT THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT AND OTHER DEPARTMENTS AND CUTTING SERVICES?

CHATIRMAN SEEBERG SAID THERE WOULD BE NO LAYOFFS.

MR. WILLTAMS SAID WE NEED TO START LOOKING FOR GROWTH. THIS COUNTY HAS BEEN
STAGNANT AND THE WAY WE ARE TALKING TODAY WE WILL STAY STAGNANT.

MR. KETCHUM SAID THAT UNDER NORMAN REVENUE WE ARE IN DEFICIT SPENDING. WE NEED
TO USE THE SOLID WASTE MONEY TO BUILD THIS PROJECT AND INVEST IN THE FUTURE.

MR. MORONEY SAID WE NEED TO DO SOMETHING TO GROW BUT WE NEED TO DO THIS WITH
NO LAYOFFS.

CHATIRMAN SEEBERG AGAIN SAID THERE WILL BE NO LAYOFFS.

MR. LEFFELMAN ASKED AGAIN, DO WE OR DON'T WE HAVE MONEY. HE DOES NOT SUPPORT
AN UNBALANCED BUDGET. WHY NOT USE ADDITONAL MONEY COMING IN FROM THE LANDFILL AND
THE STATE AND PUT THAT MONEY ASIDE FOR THE PROJECT AND LEAVE THE CURRENT MONEY WHERE
IT IS AT?
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MR. BINDER AGREES WITH EVERYTHING THAT HAS BEEN PRESENTED TODAY. THEY DO
NOT TAKE INTO CONSIDERATION THE FINANCIAL POSITION OF THIS COUNTY. ALONG WITH
CONSIDERING IF THIS IS A FAVORABLE OPPORTUNITY WE SHOULD ALSO CONSIDER IF THE
COUNTYS PRESENT FINANCIAL AND CASH POSITON IS SUFFICIENT TO MAKE THIS TYPE OF
FINANCIAL COMMITMENT. WE HAVE BEEN RUNNING A DEFICIT BUDGET WITH NO PLAN TO RE-
DUCE THE DEFICIT.

MR. DEMMER SAID EXPENSES ARE INCREASING MORE QUICKLY THAN REVENUE. WE
NEED TO MAKE AN INCREASE REVENUE BY INCREASING SALES WHICH INCREASES SALES TAXES
THAT ARE GENERATED FROM SALES A LOT OF WHICH WOULD COME FROM OUTSIDE THE COUNTY.
THIS IS A SOLID WELL THOUGHT OUT PLAN AND COULD HELP US IN THE FUTURE.

MR. BUHROW DISAGREES. WE DO NOT HAVE A GOOD RATE OF RETURN ON OUR MONEY.

CHATRMAN SEEBERG CALLED FOR THE QUESTION. YES MEANS YOU ARE FOR IT. NO
MEANS YOU ARE AGAINST IT. THE CLERK CALLED THE ROLL: THOSE VOTING AYE: MORONEY,
NICHOLSON, STEVENS, TAYLOR, WILLIAMS, BUCKLEY, DEMMER, FARSTER, FERRONE, GUSSE,
KETCHUM AND SEEBERG. THOSE VOTING NAY: KITZMAN, LEFFELMAN, MERCER, PALEN,
SHIPPERT, TRUCKENBROD, WENTLING, WITZLEB, BINDER, BUHROW, CHANDLER, DAY, FRITTS.
MEMBERS HUMMEL, PATZER AND ZEIMETZ WERE NOT PRESENT AT THIS VOTE. MOTION FAILED.

CHAIRMAN SEEBERG CALLED FOR A BREAK AT THIS TIME 12:20 P.M.
CHATRMAN SEEBERG CALLED THE MEETING BACK TO ORDER AT 12:40 P.M.

MR. ALLAN ESGAR, REPRESENTING THE SENIOR CENTER, READ A LETTER ADDRESSED
TO MR. SEEBERG FOR THE RECORD (ON FILE IN PACKET). HE SAID THAT MONEY IS A BIG
PROBLEM, TRUST IS A BIG ASSET. IF WE CAN'T TRUST YOUR WORD WE ARE IN TROUBLE

AND 50 ARE YOU.
